Madhya Pradesh State Sports Academy’s star shooter Aashi Chouksey created history by scoring 598/600
in the 50m rifle 3-position qualification round, the highest score ever by an Indian shooter. Her score is

2 points higher than the world record, though it will not be officially recognized as a world record since

this is not an international competition.

The final of this event is scheduled for tomorrow, where Aashi is a strong contender for a gold medal.
